Annex A shows that from January to August 2007, the lowest rate is 50.9% and the highest,
77.8%. The average is 65.3%. In our monthly notices, we have been advising you that we are
considering taking appropriate measures to bring down the query rates to a desirable level.
Despite our constant advice, the query rates have remained consistently high. As such, we will
be initiating the necessary action if the following few months' rates do not improve.
