About Dr Steven Choo 

Dr Steven Choo is the Senior Vice President of Research and Corporate Development at CapitaLand, and a board member of JTC Corporation. 

Prior to joining CapitaLand, he was National Director and Head of Research and Consultancy at Jones Lang LaSalle Singapore, and Jones Lang LaSalle's Asia Pacific regional head of research. Stan G. Tebbe assumed the position of Regional Director of ExxonMobil Chemical Asia Pacific on December 1, 1999. ExxonMobil Chemical Asia Pacific is headquartered in Singapore and is responsible for projects, sales, manufacturing, marketing and technology activities in countries from India to Japan and China to New Zealand. 

Stan was Vice President, Paramins for Exxon Chemical Company in Linden, New Jersey, a position of worldwide business responsibility, from 1989 to 1997.
